FIRST CLASS faces the axe on London commuter trains under
a rail revolution to tackle overcrowding, delays and poor
service, the Transport Secretary announced today.

Chris Grayling proposed radical reforms in the Government’s
next franchise blueprint for one of Britain’s worst-performing
rail services, Southeastern, as the population in London and
surrounding travel-to-work areas is set to soar by 3.4 million
by 2030. They include:

B New metro-style carriages with fewer seats to create more
space to meet growing passenger numbers.

B Running existing trains faster and more often which could
